Course Description

This course focuses on world literature; students will read literary selections from around the world, including short stories, poetry, essays, nonfiction, classical and Shakespearean drama, and mythology. The course is designed to develop proficiency in reading and writing. Assignments aim to develop organizational skills and analytical thinking as students write both argumentative and expository essays. Grammar is taught in the context of writing activities. Students will learn vocabulary from the reading selections as well as terms needed in secondary and post-secondary academic endeavors.  Students will read a number of extended texts (novels, plays, nonfiction) as a class over the course of the year. Projects and writing assignments will count as an important portion of each semester’s grade.
